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Foreword

his volume is dedicated to Professor Maciej Salamon, an outstanding historian and

numismatist, an expert on the history of Byzantium and East Central Europe in
Late Antiquity and the Middle Ages, whose broad interests, interdisciplinary research
technique and knowledge of foreign languages are openly admired by anyone who has
had the pleasure to meet him. At present, of particular importance to the entire Polish
academic milieu is Professor Salamon’s active involvement in Polish scientific institu-
tions connected with Byzantine studies: the Byzantine Studies Section of the Com-
mittee on Ancient Culture of the Polish Academy of Sciences and the Commission for
Byzantine Studies of the Polish Historical Society.

Maciej Salamon was born in Krakéw in 1946. He completed all levels of education
in this city, including his master’s degree studies in the Faculty of Philosophy and His-
tory of the Jagiellonian University, where he majored in history and received the degree
of Master of Arts after defending his thesis, Najazdy Gotdw na Azjg Mniejszq w III w.
(Gothic Invasions of Asia Minor in the 37 c.), written under the supervision of Professor
Jézef Wolski, an outstanding specialist in ancient history.

After graduating from the Jagiellonian University, Maciej Salamon started his pro-
fessional career in the Faculty of Social Sciences of the University of Silesia in Katowice.
During his academic career there, he was awarded his PhD degree in 1972, after defend-
ing his thesis, Rozwdj idei Rzymu-Konstantynopola od IV do potowy VI w. (The Develop-
ment of the Idea of Rome-Constantinople from the 4" to the mid-6" C.), written under
the supervision of Professor Jozef Wolski, and his postdoctoral degree (doktor habil-
itowany) in 1978, on the basis of a book — published a year carlier in Katowice — en-
titled Srodowisko kultury taciniskiej w Konstantynopolu w IV wieku (The Milieu of Latin
Culture in Constantinople in the 4* Century), reviewed by Professors Jézef Wolski and
Andrzej Kunisz. It is worth noting that in 1975 Professor Salamon’s doctoral thesis was
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also published, which in those times was a mark of very high academic quality of his
work. At the University of Silesia, Professor Salamon had the opportunity to collabo-
rate with exceptional scholars: Professor Jozef Szymaniski, an expert on auxiliary scienc-
es of history, and Professor Andrzej Kunisz, a numismatist. Throughout the years of his
employment in Katowice, Professor Salamon also maintained contacts with Krakéw’s
academic milieu, participating in the work of the Commission on Classical Philology
of the Polish Academy of Arts and Sciences, headed by Professor Marian Plezia, and in
the Numismatic Section of the Archaeological Commission of the Polish Academy of
Sciences. The peak of Professor Salamon’s academic career at the University of Silesia
was his appointment as deputy dean of the Faculty of Social Sciences in 1981.

In 1985 Professor Salamon returned to his a/ma mater in Krakéw and started his
employment as an assistant professor in the Department of Ancient History. Then,
thanks to the kindness and support of Professor Aleksander Krawczuk, he headed the
newly opened Department of Byzantine History, where he worked side by side with an
outstanding specialist in Byzantine history, Professor Maria Dzielska. Maciej Salamon’s
administrative and academic activity in his a/ma mater coincided with a time of funda-
mental changes, both in Poland and at the University, in which he participated by tak-
ing the position of deputy dean of the Faculty of Philosophy and History in 1987, and
by becoming the first dean of a new faculty of the Jagiellonian University, the Faculty
of History, five years later, in 1992. At that time, the Faculty consisted of the Institute
of History, Institute of Archacology and Institute of Art History, as well as smaller
units, such as the Chair of Ethnography and the Chair of History and Theory of Music.
Professor Salamon headed the new Faculty until 1996.

In the following year, 1997, Professor Salamon, with his usual enterprise, also be-
came involved in the activity of what was then called the Pontifical Academy of Theolo-
gy in Krakéw, which continued the tradition of the Jagiellonian University’s Faculty of
Theology of the Jagiellonian University. As an employee of this institution, he helped
transform it into a university with full rights. The culmination of these efforts was the
establishment of the Pontifical University of John Paul II in 2009. Professor Salamon
continues to work at the Pontifical University, where he is now the head of the Chair
of Central and Eastern Europe in the Institute of History. The pinnacle of Maciej Sala-
mon’s academic career was the title of professor of humanities, which he was awarded
in 2006.

Over the many years when he was in charge of the Department of Byzantine His-
tory of the Jagiellonian University in Krakéw, Professor Salamon gathered around him-
self a group of people whom he had educated, supervised, and who contributed their
work to academic institutions in various parts of Poland, including the University of
Bialystok and the Jan Kochanowski University in Kielce. So far, Professor Salamon has
supervised twelve PhD theses, whose range of topics is a good indication both of his
broad interests and the wealth of Byzantine history from the oldest times to its collapse
in the 15® century. Lovers of Byzantine history were able to study, under the Profes-



sor’s watchful eye, the history of the end of classical Roman Empire (e.g. the theses of
Dr Dawid Zototenki, Civilian and Military Administration in Gaul and Its Representa-
tives at the End of the Roman Rule (455-486), Dr Katarzyna Golonka, Gallic-Roman
Elite in the 5” C. and Its Image in the Writings of Sidonius Apollinaris. People, Families,
Social Bonds and Political Attitudes), as well as the emergence of Byzantium (the doc-
toral thesis of Dr Rafat Kosinski, Holy Men Versus State and Church Authorities. The
Beginnings of Constantinopolitan Monasticism (5" Century AD), Dr Zenon Krawczyk,
The Political and Social Position of the Magistri Militum in the 4” century AD, Dr Eukasz
Jarosz, Eastern Roman Magistri Militum in 325-527. A Prosopographic Study), and the
arcana of the study of source texts (doctoral theses of Dr Stanistaw Turlej, 7he So-Called
Chronicle of Monemuvasia. A Study of Source Texts, and Dr Kazimierz Ginter, The Image
of Roman Emperors in Evagrius Scholasticus’ Ecclesiastical History). They were also able
to examine problems related to military history, for instance in the works of Dr Marcin
Bohm (7he Crisis of the Byzantine War Fleet in the 11" Century and Its Overcoming by
Alexios I Komnenos) and Dr Michal Wojnowski (7he Cavalry in the Army of the Byzan-
tine Empire from the 8" to the Early 13" C. Military Role and Social Significance). They
were also able to look closely at the history of nomads in Europe (the thesis of Dr Michal
Michalski, Kievan Rus’ and the Polovtsians. The Impact of Mixed Marriages on the Shap-
ing of Political, Cultural and Religious Relations) and at the Byzantine world’s attempts
to survive (the thesis of Dr Jacek Raszewski, Georgius Gemistus Plethon and His Hellen-
istic State). They even had the opportunity to wonder whether a separate nation could
have existed in Byzantium (the doctoral thesis of Dr Jacek Bonarek, 7he Rbhomaioi and
Outsiders in Byzantium. The Image of Ethnic Groups in Jobn Skylitzes’ Chronicle).
Without a doubt, one of Professor Salamon’s greatest academic achievements was
the initiative to start a well-known and internationally renowned publishing series, Byz-
antina et Slavica Cracoviensia, in 1991. At present the series has eight volumes, which
include both collective works (Paganism in the Later Roman Empire and in Byzantium,
ed. M. Salamon, Cracow 1991; Byzantina et Slavica Cracoviensia II, ed. M. Salamon,
A. Rozycka-Bryzek, Cracow 1994; Byzantium and East Central Europe, e¢d. G. Prinz-
ing, M. Salamon, P. Stephenson, Cracow 2001; Byzantium, New Peoples, New Powers:
the Byzantino-Slav Contact Zone, from the Ninth to the Fifteenth Century, ed. M. Kaim-
akamova, M. Salamon, M. Smorag-Rézycka, Cracow 2007; Divine Men and Women
in the History and Society of Late Hellenism, ed. M. Dzielska, K. Twardowska, Cra-
cow 2013; Cultures in Motion: Studies in the Medieval and Early Modern Periods, ed.
A. Izdebski, D. Jasiniski, Cracow 2014) and monographs (S. Turlej, 7he Chronicle of
Monemvasia: The Migration of the Slavs and Church Conflicts in the Byzantine Source
from the Beginning of the 9* Century, Cracow 2001; R. Kosinski, 7he Emperor Zeno:
Religion and Politics, Cracow 2010).
Professor Salamon’s professional career is especially remarkable with regard to
performing various functions in the Polish academic world. He was a member of the
Central Commission for Academic Degrees and Titles in Section I — Humanistic and
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Social Sciences, and a member of the Committee on Ancient Culture of the Polish
Academy of Sciences (CAC PAS). At present he is serving another term as the deputy
chairman of the CAC PAS and a member of the Ceranecum — the Waldemar Ceran
Research Centre for the History and Culture of the Mediterranean Area and South-
East Europe of the University of £6dz.

Professor Salamon was a member of the Commission for Byzantine Studies of
the CAC PAS at the time when the institution was headed by Professor Oktawiusz
Jurewicz and then Waldemar Ceran. As its Chairman during the change of the PAS
structure he found a way to save the efforts and achievements of the Commission from
being wasted as a result of administrative decisions. Professor Salamon’s involvement
in the work of the Commission for Byzantine Studies also turned it into a very active
structure — a platform for exchanging academic views and ideas among Polish Byz-
antologists, which closely cooperates, as a National Committee, with the global As-
sociation Internationale des Etudes Byzantines. Maciej Salamon is known not only in
Poland but also abroad as a result of his frequent participation in Byzantine Studies
and Numismatic Congresses, as well as his visits to many important academic centres
around the world.

Professor Maciej Salamon is without a doubt an outstanding scholar and an excep-
tional organiser. Who is he to the authors of the articles collected in this volume, how-
ever? He is certainly an academic authority and a person of superior knowledge and
impressive scholarly horizons. He is also a paragon of academic integrity and modesty,
and as such a scholar with characteristics which are more and more rare in the rapidly
growing academic milieu. In the recollections of his students, Professor Salamon was
(and is) a supervisor who could be demanding, kind, critical and helpful all at once. He
has combined these qualities so skilfully that everybody who has worked with him has
immediately felt privileged.

The authors of the articles collected in this volume hope that they have paid hom-
age to the wealth of Professor Salamon’s interest at least to some extent. Asking for this
modest token of appreciation to be received kindly, we would like to wish him great
health and further fruitful academic work.
